You can pay by standing order in 10 monthly installments (£873) on the 5th day of each month from September to June.

· You will be charged an extra £50 per child if you miss your deadline by up to fourteen days.

If you have not paid your fees after fourteen days, I will ask you to remove your child from Eastcourt School.

Late Payment 

Penalties are charged for late payment if fees are paid termly, as follows: 

1. Received after 3.30 pm on the first Friday £25.00 

2. Received after 3.30 pm on the second Friday £50.00 

Monthly payments are subject to the same penalties, i.e. if not received by the 5th of the month £25.00, or later than the 12th £50.00. 

Pupils are not accepted after the third Friday if fees have not been settled.

NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL
